Aquamarine

Agquamarine, named for the Latin phrase "water of the
sea", is the blue to blue-green variety Beryl.
Aquamarine ranges in color from a faint, light blue to
blue and bluish-green, with lighter colored stones being
the more common type. Associated with the Throat
chakra, Aquamarine helps overcome the fear of
speaking, and is an excellent stone for teachers and
presenters of all types.
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
